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Boating Regulations

Boating on Camp Lake and
Center Lake is subject to
Chapter 20 of the Town of
Salem ordinances and Chapter
30 of the Wisconsin State stat-

utes.

Highlights of those regulations
are posted at every launch and

briefly summarized as follows:

e No wake from 7:00 pm to
10:00 am

®  No picnicking, no camping,
and no fires in launch ar-
eas

®  Waterskiing and tubing
counterclockwise in traffic

lanes only

e No wake within 200 feet
of shore

¢ |tis recommended that all
boaters wear PFDs at all

times

e  Avoid power launching

Public Trust Doctrine

The Public Trust Doctrine is
the basis for the legal rule that
all navigable waters are
“common highways and forever
free”. The owners of land on
lakes and rivers are “riparian
owners", who have some
rights to the waters they bor-
der, such as the right to erect
and use a private pier. How-
ever, the Wisconsin Supreme
Court has ruled that in gen-
eral, the public's rights to use
our lakes and rivers are pri-
mary and the riparian owners'
rights are secondary. These

rights include access.

The most important task at
the District’s annual meeting
is the approval of the budget
and levying of the tax. This
provides us with the funds to
operate the harvesting ma-
chinery, administer herbicide
and perform the Board's

J duties to the District’s resi-
dents to protect our lakes.
The budget is enclosed for

your review.

The budget for 2009 will be
$264,970.00, an increase of

3.84% due to increase in fuel
costs and expenses for general
lake services. Approval of this
budget should not increase that
portion of any member’s real
estate tax bill related to the

Lake District.

We also need approval of
items over $10,000.00. The
main items the Board will re-
quest your approval of are:
purchase of equipment, chemi-
cal application, (labor services),
weed disposal, weed harvest-

ing wages, property and liability
insurance, and general lake
contract services.

The Treasurer's report will
clarify our financial standing.

The District’s assessed value is
$246,530,800, of which 22% is
from lakefront parcels and 78%
is not. We welcome participa-
tion in this process from all
CCLRD members, and mem-
bers of the public who use

these lakes.
